HOW YOUR LIFE PATH NUMBERS COMPARE

HOW YOUR EXPRESSION NUMBERS COMPARE

It cannot be over-emphasized how important it is to recognize that the same number in a different

area of your chart will affect you differently.

Dave delivers the persistence, determination, dependability, and methodical

approach required to reach a set goal, while Mike brings the vision and conviction that no dream is

unattainable.

Fortunately, a similar synergy exists for romance as well. Although the 4 and 8 are different in

many ways, they respect and recognize each other's value. Together, they create an environment

of love, trust, and deep spiritual bonding.

Dave and Mike, although this aspect of your chart reveals an almost perfect combination, dangers

do exist (as they do in any combination). At some point, Mike will likely try something that Dave
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finds outrageous and doomed to fail. Mike's stubborn determination and, at times, authoritarian

approach could become a major irritant to Dave. 

Dave, if (when) that happens, the best approach is simply to disengage. Communicate your ideas,

but do not try too hard to persuade Mike to give up a plan or a goal they believe in. Alternately,

Mike will sometimes feel Dave is a stick in the mud who does not dare try something new. In this

situation, Mike should recognize this does not signify a lack of courage on Dave's part, but simply

that they prefer not to waste time or take risks on something that does not feel realistic. In these

situations, feelings of frustration could overshadow the love and respect that is the foundation of

your relationship.

Although rare, it is not unheard of for this combination to survive several major breakups and

reconciliations, even divorce and re-marriage. All partnerships must compromise, and this is

particularly true for your relationship. Sometimes, Dave, even when you know a project is doomed

to fail, it might be worthwhile to support it. And Mike, your idea may be valid, but when your partner

(or others) express serious doubts about it, you may want to consider that they may be right and

examine whether pursuing it is the smart thing to do.

MATURITY NUMBER

Your Maturity number indicates an underlying wish or desire that gradually surfaces at around age

30 to 35. A direction begins to emerge as you gain a better understanding of yourself. With this

self-knowledge comes a greater awareness of who you are, and the direction you want to set for

your life.

Dave, your Maturity number is 8

As you mature, you will grow in success and financial reward. You will find yourself

deepening your commitment to your work. You will find it easier to overcome

difficulties that manifest in your path. Your capacity to use power will grow; you will

be recognized as a pillar of influence and dependability within your community.

You will have to be strong and self-disciplined to avoid sudden painful material

losses. Beware of ego-inflation, the surest symptom of an imminent fall.

The 8 Maturity Number requires a certain degree of detachment from material success; otherwise

it will rule your personality and make money an obsession. Detachment allows you to remain

focused on the higher values of mankind. One of your important motivations should be a desire to

build, create, or market in order to enjoy the game of business.

Your wisdom and sheer common sense are recognized by many and will attract important
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positions. It is possible that you will be given responsibility for the care and management of

another person's property. You may also be asked to guide large institutions.

If you already have several 8s in your chart, especially in the core numbers, you will have to guard

against selfishness, accumulation for the sake of status, and greed. If you have few 8s in your

chart, or none at all, your opportunity to achieve the success and financial independence is greatly

increased.

Mike, your Maturity number is 7

As you mature, you will become increasingly occupied with the larger questions of

life, reading, contemplating and searching for a deeper understanding of who you

are and what this life is all about. You may turn to philosophy or religion, but will

likely examine a wide array of areas, broadening your knowledge in many

disciplines.

Your intuition grows stronger, as does your ability to look beneath the surface of every subject you

study. You are able to analyze abstract questions and live according to your higher ideals. You

may find yourself needing more time alone; your need for privacy will likely increase.

If you already have several sevens in your chart, you will have to guard against becoming

withdrawn, and alienated. If you have no sevens, you will now have the ability to deepen your

understanding of one particular field. You will have the opportunity to become grounded in a

particular area of study.

HOW YOUR MATURITY NUMBERS COMPARE

Your Maturity number becomes more dominant with age. The texts below become increasingly

important after about age 40.

Dave and Mike, your Maturity Compatibility is 8 and 7

Dave and Mike, this combination indicates your relationship is most likely supported by other

numbers and influences in your chart, rather than the 7 and 8 found in this area. The 7 and 8 are

usually not attracted to each other or particularly compatible in romantic relationships. The notion

that opposites attract does not often hold true here.

This does not mean you cannot have a fulfilling, well-suited relationship, but simply that other

numbers in your chart are likely the source of your mutual attraction. Carrying the 7 and the 8 in

this location of your chart, however, suggests you have major differences that could cause

problems.
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Your priorities differ. This aspect of the chart tells us Dave (the 8) has a strong drive for financial

success and security. For Mike, spiritual and intellectual growth is a higher priority. Dave intuitively

understands the balance between the material and intangible, which is the reason they excel in

business, marketing, or sales. (One must be somewhat detached from material gain to have the

vision and clarity it takes to successfully pursue a goal.) Mike moves in the inner realms, and is not

intrinsically drawn to business, even deeming it unworthy of attention; they would rather discuss

political, philosophical, or spiritual matters, with a preference for the abstract - issues that could

seem boring to Dave who prefers a practical, down-to-earth approach that focuses on results.

Similarly, you could find yourselves at opposite ends of the spectrum when it comes to likes and

dislikes, from movies to books, travel to housing, decorating, art, and so forth. Mike might enjoy

living in a rather isolated, cozy, country home, while Dave would be happy in a futuristic loft in a

large metropolis. The friends you attract will also be quite different. The 7 in Mike's chart points to

quiet conversations rather than loud parties. Dave occasionally enjoys an energetic environment

and interaction with others.

The potential lack of compatibility between these numbers has nothing to do with the heart. It

generally involves practical preferences such as where to live, how to decorate the house, and

who you become friends with. This can be overcome by allowing each other considerable space

and freedom in the way you live your lives. You will both need to recognize and accept your

differences. Keep in mind there are influences in other areas of your chart that may mitigate some

of these contrasts. If so, focus on the things you both enjoy, then allow one another the freedom to

express your individuality.
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
