, Yyou have a 6 Expression, a 1 Heart's Desire, and a 5 Personality. When it comes to competitive
rivalry, the 5 and 6 are like conjoined twins with very different interests. For that reason, you
probably spend a good deal of your energy trying to find a compromise between these two
opposing sides.

and superficial.

Your Personality number reflects the outward, surface aspect of your personal make-up. It is the
part others notice when you first meet. A 5 in this position means people will initially view you as
an unconventional individualist before they recognize the more conscientious, responsible "inner
you" (your 6 Expression).

Your Expression number primarily informs your career options. It reveals your talents, abilities,
shortcomings and the general goals of your life. A 6 here makes you a good fit for business or
education. Medicine and law enforcement could also be favored, although the latter probably
includes too many restrictions for someone with a rebellious 5.

The final influence of your core numbers is your 1 Heart's Desire. Since your Heart's Desire rules
your likes and dislikes, and suggests what makes you truly happy, you tend to favor this aspect of
yourself. You are fortunate that the 1 not only lends you a bold warrior's energy, it also functions
as a referee between the 5 and 6.

Your core number combination is one of the few combinations that have a very different effect
depending on gender. Women more than men find stability and their niche in the job market more
easily and at an earlier age.
