, You have a6 Expression, a 1 Heart's Desire, and a5 Personality. When it comes to competitive rivalry, the
5 and 6 are like conjoined twins with very different interests. For that reason, you probably spend a good
deal of your energy trying to find a compromise between these two opposing sides.

Y our 6 Expression is compassionate, stable, protective, self-sacrificing, and very much like a doting parent
to those you care about. Conversely, your 5 Personality is rebellious, freedom loving, irresponsible,

adventurous, and thrives on chaos and change. The conflict is obvious.

There are also less noticeable differences. Motivated by the need to shelter and defend, the possessive 6
tends to meddle in other peopl€e's affairs.

It suggests you could be more accepting of what you perceive as your

shortcomings and indicates a tendency to be unnecessarily hard on yourself, possibly

declining opportunities due to alack of confidence. Although thiswill diminish somewhat

with age, you could benefit from taking an honest look at the underlying causes of this
harsh self-assessment. Think about this the next time an opportunity presents itself.

In your favor, your Life Path and Expression numbers are the same, which is considered fortunate. This
suggests you possess the ability to make real progressin the area of personal growth, aswell as progress on
your chosen path.
