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PART I: ABOUT YOU

Your Personality Profile is based on your full name at birth, your current name, and your date of
birth. Your full name tells us who you are; think of it as your numerology-DNA. Your date of birth
reveals your path and the patterns of your personal growth.

We start this report by looking at the most important numbers derived from your full name to throw
light on who you are as a person.

HOW YOUR NAME NUMBERS STACK UP

Teset Reprsdf, we begin by taking a quick snapshot, a look at the influence and meaning of the
three core numbers derived from your name. Your Expression number is the sum of the value of
all the letters in your full name at birth. Your Heart's Desire is the sum of the vowels. Your
Personality number is the sum of the consonants. These three numbers are closely linked and
influence one another.

All the numbers derived from your name reflect YOU. They are a blueprint of your talents,
shortcomings, character traits, and other qualities. You should realize that this is a limited
perspective. Later chapters focus on the challenges and opportunities you will encounter on your
path, and attributes you may acquire as time passes.

This first chapter is like a glance from a distance, followed by three chapters that explain the
meaning of each number in more detail. We will gradually build a more complete picture of the
complex and unique individual you are.

Your Core Name Numbers are 3, 6, 6

Teset Reprsdf, you have a 3 Expression, a 6 Heart's Desire, and a 6 Personality. All numbers
divisible by three are creative, so you are strong in this area. Specifically, you have a vivid
imagination, and as a child may have easily become lost in a fantasy world. All children do this, of
course, but you may have found it more confusing, intense, and at times difficult to separate reality
from fantasy more than others do. If this sounds true for you, it may have taken time before you
were able to differentiate between the two realms, and some of that uncertainty is likely to stay
with you for the course of your life.

On the positive side, your ability to see beyond the ordinary could be employed in a profession
requiring imagination and originality. Writing, poetry, acting, dancing, performing arts, journalism,
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and other careers in the field of communication belong to the domain of the 3. You will likely rely
heavily on your verbal skills in both your professional and personal life; however, be aware that the
negative influence of the 3 can be somewhat superficial and irresponsible. It is the least disciplined
of all numbers, which could be a challenge in both areas of your life.

Your 6 Heart's Desire has a very different and more stabilizing influence on you. Considering that it
is the number that "rules” your heart, it reflects what is important to your happiness. Family and
friends are crucial. You need to feel needed and involved, but you should be watchful not to
sacrifice too much of yourself, or to meddle in the lives of others.

The 6 is also artistic, especially in the visual arts. Painters, sculptors, and architects often have a 6
Heart's Desire. Taking into consideration that your Personality number is also a 6, chances are
you could be successful in any of the design and artistic professions, although you have a number
of other fields to choose from as well. The 6 is the most loving and compassionate of all numbers,
so psychology, psychiatry, social work, education, medicine, and other careers that focus primarily
on helping others could be a good fit.

Your personal life, especially where romance is concerned, may be challenging, as you can be
more demanding (and more giving) than most people. A 6 is loyal and committed, but sometimes
vulnerable and dependent. It's a contradiction of the 6 that it is the most loyal, sacrificing, and
committed of all numbers, yet is slow and careful before making a commitment. This does not
stem from a fear of surrendering freedom (as is the case with the 5) but because the longing for
connection and commitment is so strong, there is a fear of becoming too vulnerable.

The Expression number described above points to a more productive side of your life. Your Heart's
Desire reflects a deeper, inner you; it suggests an underlying urge, your true motivation, and the
general intention behind many of your actions.

THE PERSONALITY

The consonants of your full name at birth are the foundation of your Personality number, which is a
little like a narrow entrance hall to the great room that is your true nature.

Your Life Path number is considered the single most significant information available in your
Personality Chart. It is derived from the total of all numbers found in your date of birth. However, it
is important to keep in mind that the aspects described in the next few chapters will either
complement, supplement, or sometimes weaken the attributes revealed in numbers derived from
your name.
